Request the City Manager contact MassDevelopment to hold developers conference in Lowell

In response to Councilor Martin’s motion, we have been in discussions with MassDevelopment to coordinate a Developers Conference in Lowell.  One is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, September 16th at 8:30 a.m.
